They chose two recycled play structures because the recycled
material is durable and resistant to corrosion, cracking, and

splitting.

The play area for 2-5 year-olds features a recycled barn structure
that provides children with developmentally-appropriate physical
play activities and dramatic play elements. Accompanying the play
structure are full bucket seats, free standing events, and poured-

in-place surfacing, which is the ideal type of surfacing for that age

group.

The play area for 5-12 year-olds has a complex structure that
features more developmentally-challenging play events and
higher decks. There is also a spinner, balance beam, swing set, and

engineered wood fiber surfacing.

This playground is loved by many visitors and those within the

Loveland community.
